determined according to Circe rules), and the captured unit disappears. Since rebirth is obligatory, a
capture is legal only if the relevant rebirth-square is unoccupied. A capture may be made from a
rebirth-square. Promotion with capture is legal provided the rebirth-square of the promoted unit is
unoccupied. In Anti-Circe type Calvet capture on a rebirth-square is allowed (it is default type if type
is omitted). In Anti-Circe type Cheylan capture on a rebirth-square is not allowed.

e Circe: When captured, a piece (other than King) is reborn on its game-array square. Rook,
Bishop and Knight are reborn on the square that is the same color as the square of the capture,
Pawns on the file of the capture. If the game-array square is occupied, the captured piece
disappears, as in a normal capture. Castling is permitted with a rebom Rook. Fairy pieces are
regarded as being the result of promotion and so are reborn ori the promotion-square ori the file of
the capture.

This is a miracle! Although the author showed in a number of publications around the year 2000,
that hundreds of threefold chameleon echoes exist in problems without twinning, which seriously
limits the innovation value of such problems, I consider this problem — with only two echoes — as
outstanding. The quality of the moves and the reasons why their order is unique, is fascinating.
Why should manoeuvres by the black king and the white queen (!) be unique on an open board,
without constraining fairy conditions, and with the need to reach in two solutions two opposing
edges of the board? The provision of appropriate hurdles for the grasshoppers is the key feature.
The ingenious find is that the move Wb1 (played at different moves) constrains the black king to
the a-file in the first solution while it offers him the whole board for a virtuoso slalom run in the
second solution. A sensational problem in terms of agility, and I do not care that the computer
helped to find it. Still, the composer had to discover this gem in an almost infinitely large data
base.

Sentinels Chess: on moving, a piece leaves behind a pawn of its own colour on its departure square.
The rule does not apply to pawns, or to pieces moving from the 1st or 8th ranks; nor does it apply if
there are 8 pawns of that colour already on the board.

Madrasi: units of the same kind other than Kings are paralysed when and for as long as they attack
each other. Paralysed units cannot move, capture or give check, their only power being that of causing
paralysis. Madrasi RI (rex inclusive): the rule applies to Kings as well, so the two Kings may stand on
adjacent squares.

Please note that the requirement is “Last move?” and not “Last moves?”. Previous moves can be
determined like in ex. 1 but it's not required.

Many thanks to Antonio Garofalo for entrusting me with the judging of fairies 2022. I had great
pleasure in studying the problems, especially because there were some good, innovative ones
among the 44 competing entries from 25 authors (with S. Luce being the most diligent) from 15
countries.

List of participating problems: issue 101 (01/2022) 4720-4731 [12], issue 102 (04/2022) 4760-
4771 [12], issue 103 (07/2022) 4801-4812 [12], issue 104 (10/2022) 4849-4856 [8].

Some remarks concerning problems I could not include: 4720: I do not want to call this Zilahi or
Chumakov (as mentioned). The paradox of the Zilahi or the Chumakov is precisely that the
indispensable mating or blocking unit disappears from the board in the other phase, but with PWC
pieces do not disappear at all. 4721: The 90° echo with ideal mates looks pretty, but too simple in
the end. 4766: This was intended for an award, but Michel Caillaud discovered a dual:
15.fxg8=S(+sSf7) Ra7 16.Sxe7(+sPg8) Qbxb2(+wPb6). So two black moves can be interchanged,
unfortunately. 4768: Original, but who should enjoy it? It is too machine-heavy for me. 4770: In
my opinion, the degree of novelty is not sufficient for a commendation. In addition, I would have
liked to see a model stalemate. 4811: The incarcerations of the two underpromoted pieces are
funny, but still too little for a praise, especially since the beginning is well-known (excelsior,
unblocking, check protection).

In
the second solution we see a R-R Klasinc as an encore. By the way, the Pa7 only prevents the
cook 1.Rxf6 Kg7 2.Rxf7+ Kh8 3.Kg6 Qa7 4.Rh7+ Qxh7#, which, however, does not fit the two
Turtons.

An extremely complicated construct, which at first sight seems uncoordinated and disharmonious
due to the abundance of strategic marscirce-specific elements. Only in the n-th attempt one
realizes that there are enough similarities in both solutions, which - I find good here - do not
necessarily appear at the same move numbers, e.g.: square vacation c8 by discovered check
(B1,b2), change of promotion on ¢8 (W2,w3), check by the white knight - whereas the black
defense 4. .. bl~ does not work because of self-check (W4,w4), capture of the wS by the bR and
discovered checkmate by clearing the different (!) R-squares (B4,b4). And finally - as seemingly
insignificant as the bPf3 is - a Zilahi results. The i-dot would certainly have been a reciprocal
Zilahi, but that seems to be too pious a wish in this matrix.

It is only a formal aspect, but the position is already fascinating! To immobilize the pieces, the
fairy piece's way of moving and the fairy condition Growing men are available. Classical aspects
like capturing or pinning are omitted. 19 of the 20 pieces move in the course of the solution, only
the Gg2 is on its original square at the end. In the final position, eight grasshoppers cannot move
because of their movement constraints and 12 because of the Growing men condition. I had a hard
time with the classification: on the one hand the problem is pure creativity and fabulous in the true
sense of the word, on the other hand the (somewhat confused) final position arises almost
automatically. After each move, the entire position tends to move to the right, until at some point
it just doesn't go any further. So I finally decided to give it a good honorable mention.

First of all, I apologize for the long delay in the results of this tournament. For the fourth year
now, I have been suffering from serious complications related to the Covid-pandemic. .For a very
long time I was isolated from the composition because I was treated under a strict and painful
hospital regime. At the moment my treatment continues, but still I can perform some activity at a
slow pace.

For the JT Parrinello-60, I received from the director of the tournament only 10 originals
printed on uniform diagrams without the names of the authors. This rather modest participation
surprised me.

Mario is a legendary figure in modern composition. On the other hand, his favorite cyclic
ideas are always relevant and undoubtedly deserves more attention.

Two notes about problems that do not receive honors:

No. 01. [without kings] A monumental design, which in another tournament would probably have
received a high prize. In my opinion, however, cyclical motifs can hardly be found here to an
extent consistent with the regulations of this anniversary tournament. Therefore, I do not ccept
this problem in my award, leaving the author the opportunity to send it to another tournament.

No 06. [2h4-¥2c4] Thematic figure Ne6 is redundant in the solution *1...Bh2 2.Nd3 Rhl 3.Ne5+
Bxe51 and this is a fatal flaw of the cyclic content.

Nel 1883 Joseph Pulitzer, il giornalista, editore e politico di origine ungherese naturalizzato
statunitense, al quale ¢ intitolato il famoso Premio letterario, rilevo il New York World, un
giornale sull'orlo del fallimento, riuscendo abilmente a risollevarne le sorti.

THE GREAT ARGENTINE PROBLEMIST JORGE KAPROS HAS LEFT US

Today (August 27, 2023) we received the sad news of the death of Jorge Marcelo Kapros, after a short and
painful illness that he had suffered with remarkable stoicism; the tragic event occurred in a hospital in
Moreno, Province of Buenos Aires, in the early hours of today. Undoubtedly all chess players and,
fundamentally, those of us who are fans and masters in the art of composition are mourning the irreparable
loss of this great artist in the complex art of chess problem.

Jorge Kapros was born in Buenos Aires on November 6, 1955 and his residence was located in the town of
El Palomar, in the Province of Buenos Aires. His profession had been that of a telephone employee, then state
company ENTel, he was currently retired. He had held the title of International Master for Composition from
the Fédération Internationale des Echecs (FIDE) since 2008 and had a score that was close to the title of Great
Master.

This notable Argentine Composer had about 1,600 problems to his credit, about half of them were solo, but
with another great composer, the Argentine IM for chess composition Jorge Lois, he made about 800
helpmates together. He did some works also with the swedish maestro Christer Jonsson and the german Rolf
Wiehagen, among others. Although his specialty was the composition of helpmates, likewise, Kapros
composed direct mates —in fact, his beginnings in 1972, were composing direct in two moves —; he also made
fairies and even several interesting Studies.

Due to his natural humility, it is difficult for us to know exactly the large number of distinctions that Kapros
had achieved throughout his career as a composer, since he did not keep track of them; but from very reliable
sources we can say that he had managed to obtain more than 100 first prizes, half of them jointly with Jorge
Lois and more than 500 different distinctions, close to half also composed with Lois.

Since 1973 he was a member of the Pefia del Mate de Ayuda in the Argentine Chess Club. The works of
Kapros, undoubtedly the greatest composer of problem in all of Latin America and one of the most important
in the world, have been published in countless specialized magazines in our country, in Europe, in the famous
FIDE Album; and even in the publication of the person who writes this, Finales. y Temas, which in its 27
years of existence has published, in various issues, most of them; as can be seen on various Web Pages.

We say goodbye to a sensitive friend and better human being whom we will remember forever, as his
legacy will remain in the beautiful watermarks of his works with which he knew how to surprise and please
us, making us see the wonder of chess, even beyond the competition itself.

Oggi (27 agosto 2023) abbiamo ricevuto la triste notizia della morte di Jorge Marcelo Kapros, dopo una breve
e dolorosa malattia che aveva sofferto con notevole stoicismo; il tragico evento ¢ avvenuto in un ospedale di
Moreno, provincia di Buenos Aires, nelle prime ore di oggi. Indubbiamente tutti i giocatori di scacchi e,
fondamentalmente, noi che siamo appassionati ¢ maestri nell'arte della composizione, piangono la perdita
irreparabile di questo grande artista nella complessa arte del problema di scacchi.

Jorge Kapros nacque a Buenos Aires il 6 novembre 1955 e la sua residenza si trovava nella localita di El
Palomar, nella provincia di Buenos Aires. La sua professione era stata quella di impiegato telefonico,
nell’azienda statale ENTel; attualmente era in pensione. Dal 2008 deteneva il titolo di Maestro Internazionale
di Composizione della Fédération Internationale des Echecs (FIDE) e aveva un punteggio vicino al titolo di
Grande Maestro.

Questo notevole compositore argentino aveva circa 1.600 problemi al suo attivo, circa la meta dei quali
erano da solista, ma con un altro grande compositore, I'argentino IM per la composizione di scacchi Jorge J.
Lois, ha realizzato circa 800 problemi aiutomatti. Ha realizzato anche alcune opere insieme al maestro svedese
Christer Jonsson ¢ al tedesco Rolf Wiehagen, tra gli altri. Anche se la sua specialita era la composizione di
aiutomatti, Kapros ha composto anche problemi diretti, infatti, ai suoi inizi nel 1972, compose diretti in due
mosse; ha realizzato anche fairies e persino diversi studi interessanti.
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A causa della sua naturale umilta, ¢ difficile per noi conoscere esattamente il gran numero di riconoscimenti
che Kapros aveva ottenuto nel corso della sua carriera di compositore, poiché non ne teneva traccia; ma da
fonti molto attendibili possiamo dire che era riuscito a ottenere piu di 100 primi premi, la meta dei quali
insieme a Jorge Lois e pit di 500 riconoscimenti diversi, quasi la meta composti con Lois.

Dal 1973 era membro della Pefia del Mate de Ayuda del Club Scacchistico Argentino. Le opere di Kapros,
senza dubbio il piu grande compositore di problemi di tutta 'America Latina e uno dei piu importanti del
mondo, sono state pubblicate su innumerevoli riviste specializzate nel nostro Paese, in Europa, nel famoso
Album FIDE; e anche nella pubblicazione di chi scrive, Finales y Temas, che nei suoi 27 anni di esistenza ha
pubblicato, in vari numeri, la maggior parte di essi; come puo essere visto su varie pagine Web.

Salutiamo un amico sensibile e un essere umano migliore che ricorderemo per sempre, poiché la sua eredita
rimarra nelle bellissime filigrane delle sue opere con le quali seppe sorprenderci e accontentarci, facendoci
vedere la meraviglia degli scacchi, anche oltre la competizione stessa.

Figure
14 to Figure 16 has the consecutive square numbers in a zig-zag formation along knight, giraffe {1,4} and flamingo {1,6} path
respectively. Figure 17 and Figure 18 are closed tours having the consecutive square numbers in closed zebra {2,3} and antelope
{3,4} path respectively.

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For over a millenium, knight tour was confined to two-dimension board. It was extended in three-dimension by A. T.
Vandermonde in 1771. Readers can visualize three-dimension board, say, 3x6x6 by stacking three 6x6 boards in alphabetical
order as shown in Figure 19. It also shows possible knight moves. Figure 20 is a figured tour of knight on 3x6x6 board with
multiples of 12 at knight’s move from the starting cell.

Kumar [1] constructed the first knight tour in four-dimension board. Before we extend the knight’s tour to four dimension it is
important for the reader to try to visualize a 4D hypercube. If we move a unit square a unit distance orthogonal to its plane in 3D
space and join the corresponding corners, we get a cube. Analogously, we can imagine moving this unit cube a unit distance in an
"orthogonal" direction in 4D space to produce the 4D equivalent of a 3D cube, which is known as a "hypercube". However we can
only show this by means of a perspective drawing, as shown in Figure 21. Figure 22 shows possible knight moves on 3x3x3x4
board. Figure 23 is a figured tour of knight on 3x3x3x4 board. Here all the square numbers are in knight path. Kumar [2] has
shown more figured tours of knight in higher dimensions.
